e We now have one category for all
participants. Anyone, young or old,
can be nominated. However, anyone
under the age of 18 must have a
permission slip completed and signed
by a parent or guardian.

e All you have to do is fill in the details
on this nomination form and explain
why you think this person should
receive this recognition.

e Asthe nominator you need to sign the
form and if the nominee is under 18
years of age, you must obtain the
parent/ guardian’s permission and
signature.
